Minutes for the February 15th, 2007 Membership Meeting

Call to order:  Meeting was called to order by President David Greene at 7:10 pm
Attendance:  approximately 20 members were signed in.
Old Business:

· The January Club minutes were approved as read.

· The Treasurer’s Report was approved as read.
· Julia Parker, who has been spearheading the By-Laws revision committee, spoke on the status of the effort (almost there, but realizing that some more work has to be done so that voting procedures for the club are proscribed) and asked that anyone else interested in working on that committee contact her following this meeting

· Motion was made from the floor that the club should donate $200 to the campaign of Neal Kleiner, who we endorsed at January’s club meeting.  The motion was seconded and passed with one abstention..

· David Greene described the communications efforts to date, including the newsletter, the website and the ‘e-newsletter’.  He is using a program called ‘Constant Contact’ to send out information to club members with e-mail addresses.  He asked for a motion from the floor to authorize the club to purchase a year’s subscription to this program.  The motion was made, seconded and carried unanimously.
· Club members Herb & Arlene Zimmer are still printing our regular newsletter.  In the February newsletter, there was an article that appeared to be an editorial from the club against the Ponte Vista project.  Mr. Zimmer would like the opportunity to respond to the article.

New Business:.

· Motion was made from the floor that the club endorse Warren Furatani for Community College District 7 seat.  After some discussion of whether this was permitted by the By-Laws, it was determined that it was (all candidates had been contacted for the January meeting).  The motion was seconded and passed with 1 abstention, 2 no’s.
· Announcement from the floor that there would be an interactive telecom on 2/20 at the Harbor College Library with the LWV of Los Angeles.
· Announcement from the floor that there will be a fund raiser Thursday, March 1st, 4:30-6:30 at the Acapulco Restaurant put on by the LA College Faculty Guild.

· Mike Chernis announced the list of democratic delegates elected from the 54th AD.  They include a number of club members.

· Eric Lokke made a motion from the floor that a letter he supplied (available now from the Club Secretary) be sent from the club to our national elected officials.  The letter concerns a ban on the use of depleted uranium (DU) weapons.  There was some heated discussions on the facts as presented and a second motion was made to table the first motion.  Robert’s Rules of order prevailed and the second motion was seconded and voted on.  It passed with 2 nays.

· From our club outreach efforts, we had speakers from religious and faith based groups:  Caroline Brady, from Harbor Interfaith, Helen Grove, from the San Pedro Catholic Worker, Ray Burch from Holy Trinity Peace and Justice, Alicia Robera and Marx Gutierrez from the Los Angeles Alliance for a New Economy (LAANE), and Bob Dye, President of the Torrance Democratic Club and member of the Seaside Community Church all took a turn in introductions and a question and answer session with the members.

· The representatives of LAANE requested a liason person from the club.

· There is a Hunger walk scheduled for April 29th at Pt. Fermin park , sponsored by Church World Service

· Mona Dallas Reddick requested that the club sponsor a book scholarship for students at Harbor College.  She was put in charge.
